Ethernet access onto the Miran 2 card

 First of all, make sure that the correct ip address’s have been entered in the example shown below. Navigate to this area from the main screen by pressing “2” (Pack Administration) & then “6” (Ethernet Configuration). E.g.

Once the details have been entered in, reboot the card for the IP settings to apply 

The most important thing to be aware of is where to wire up the Ethernet port. Here is the following information that I’ve learned last week.

You must have a TJF (Terminating Junction Frame) Viking type 48 wire standard Nortel cable attached to the same card slot that your Miran 2 card is using!.

The ports used here is 23 & 24. The individual colour codes are..
   Nortel multi cable                           Standard Ethernet RJ45 Cable

Port 23a Violet  / Green                            Pin 3 White / Green
Port 23 b Green / Violet                            Pin 6 Green / White
Port 24 a Violet / Brown                           Pin 1 White / Orange
Port 24b Brown / Violet                            Pin 2 Orange / White
If you have a spare “ITG” adapter, then just use the “T” LAN port.
Example of access onto a Miran 2 card via Internet explorer, shown below. 
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Once logged in, the layout is pretty well the same as via the Serial or Telnet access. i.e. It doesn’t look as if you can do a Miran 2 software upgrade via Ethernet!.
