Meridian Mail Drives info.

During the last 2 - 3 years there have been quite a few up vintages on the drive alone and as you know there has now been an assembly change so I'll do my best with al the Nortel part codes involved.

The drives themselves:

A0763652 was around for at least 18 months and was then replaced by A0822636 this was around for about 12 months and was then replaced by A0891946 after three months this was replaced by NTRH9096 and again after three months this was replaced by NTRH9104 and this one is still in fashion.

The Assemblies:

On the Card Option if the original assembly, NTDK74AB,  is still in place when you attend a fault you will need to replace this with the Maxtor assembly which is NTDK74AC. This is a kit and consists of some labels, the drive and the SCSI adaptor cable.

For subsequent faults after you have changed the assembly you will just need to replace the drive which is NTRH9104.

The SCSI cable is not available as a merchandise item from Nortel and therefore cannot be obtained without buying the whole kit.

The Enhanced Card Option original assembly is NTDK74AB, if this is still in place when a fault develops this will need to be replaced with NTDK11AA. This kit consists of Labels, Drive, SCSI adaptor cable and a mounting bracket.

For subsequent faults after you have changed the assembly you will just need to replace the drive which is NTRH9104.

The SCSI cable and mounting bracket are not available as a merchandise items from Nortel and therefore cannot be obtained without buying the whole kit.
