OMEGA via V25.40b to Succession upgrade process 

  This document has been devised to list the various methods involved in upgrading X11 software from V16.xx onwards for the Meridians Option 51 onwards to X21 Succession Release V03.00. The process will differ, depending upon the type of database disk supplied to us, via the field engineer from site.

   I will list the main points in Bold & use itallic wording. I will explain in detail any problems that may occur. 

The reason for having to do this double conversion procedure is as follows...

1) There is no direct path to convert from Omega software to CPP hardware. This is because the CPP processor has no IDE connector to attach the ribbon cable from the Omega MDU disk drive.

2) Some 4 Meg disks will have “C” type software on them & they will have to be converted by copying 2 “*.rec” files onto a 1.44 disk from a 4 Meg drive.

3) Certain changes will have to be made to the customers database at V25.40b, before it’s then upgraded to Succession, such as changing set type to “Wirless” etc. 

4) Option 51 systems must have a “CEQU” setting changed in LD 17 at V25.40b. This will be to include a second network card, such as another “PRI2” i.e.

  Although it can be done at Succession V03.00, It won’t work!. This is due to a software fault at X21 level.

Please refer to the following pages for full details on upgrades.

  Generally speaking, Any 4 Meg Omega disk will need to be upgraded, By using the ribbon connected via the MDU & onto the CD-Rom ribbon cable. 

Note!

   We have reserved one Network cube, which should be used for upgrading to V25.40b only. It has the ribbon cable already attached with a default database & keycode installed. Please do not use / borrow any of these parts, as they are required to help speed up the database conversion process.

  The software which has already been installed on it is a V25.40b Option 81c with a CP4 processor.

  The site ID on this cube is 46379 & the ISM parameters are set to very high values to allow for any variables on the customers databases. I have used a Meridian 1 keycode generator program to create the keycodes for a Option 61c & a 81c on a CP4 processor. However it’s best to just use the 81c keycode file.

  There are 3 different types of database disks, & they all need to handled differently.

2 Meg (1.44) Floppy disks were used on Meridian 1 Version 16 type software & they are of a different format to the microsoft DOS format version.

4 Meg Floppy disks were generally used on Meridians from Version 18 onwards up until Version 24. The ribbon cable method should be used for all Omega’s, except for the early “C” processors. The “C” type 4 Meg disks will require the use of a computer that has a 4 Meg disk drive for copying the database.rec & config.rec files onto a 1.44 Floppy disk.     

1.44 Meg Floppy disk are used for all the “C” processors with a CD-Rom installed, from Version 23 onwards. The upgrade for these can be done on site.

    It does not matter that the site ID 46379 will be different at V25.40b during the upgrade process!.

 All writing listed in itallic, is information that you may find to be useful.

I would recommend that you keep a different Floppy disk copy of the various databases, completed at eash upgrade stage!. e.g. Omega, V25.40b & Succession etc to be on different Floppy disks, so that you can backtrack to them if it’s required.

4 Meg Floppy disk upgrade method to V25.40b

    The information listed below has been taken from one of the upgrades that I did, Using a 4 Meg Floppy disk. This example will also show you how to convert the customers database via “PDT” for  “C” software .
